Then go inside and shut the door behind you 

and your sons. Pour oil into all the jars, and as 
each is filled, put it to one side. 2 Kings 4:4 

 
A widow and her sons had lost everything. On top of 
that, creditors were knocking at the door. The widow 
sought the help of the prophet Elijah. Elijah instructed 
her to use what she had left, a small flask of oil, and 
use that oil to fill a multitude of other jars of various 
shapes and sizes. His instructions were to go into a qui-
et place, shut the door, and do the work of filling of the 
jars.  
 
There is an important lesson here for all of us, especial-
ly mothers. What we do in the quiet places of our lives, 
God uses to transform our life and fill the lives around 
us. Mothers, it is important that you go to a quiet space 
and have time with God daily. As you are filled by 
God, you become equipped for your daily life and for 
the filling of the lives of your children, spouse, and 
many others God has placed around you. These quiet 
times should be filled with spiritual activity that focus-
es on God.   For when we truly get to know God, we 
find we are best filled  for equipping others around us.  
 
There is danger in thinking of these quiet spaces as on-
ly an escape, when they are really opportunities for dis-
covery. Quiet spaces should hold a deeper value where 
we focus on God and who He wants us to be.

Some 
of my favorite studies focused on women are written by 
Priscilla Shirer, Lysa Terkeurst, Lisa Harper, and 
Heather Dixon.  The time you take in your quiet space 
to get to know God, holds the power to fill your entire 
life.
